Resistance from Local Communities: In some areas, local communities rely on
galamsey as a source of income, which leads to resistance against the task force's
efforts. Some miners view Operation Vanguard as a threat to their livelihoods, and
there have been instances of violent confrontations between miners and task force
members(Ghana National Association).

Corruption and Political Interference: Corruption within certain levels of the mining
industry and political interference have also undermined the effectiveness of the task
force. In some cases, influential individuals and groups have protected illegal miners
from prosecution, making it difficult for the task force to fully enforce mining
laws(Graphic Online).

Operational Limitations: Operation Vanguard is a large-scale operation that requires
significant resources to sustain. The limited number of personnel and logistical
challenges in remote mining areas make it difficult to maintain continuous enforcement
across all affected regions(GBC Ghana Online).

Environmental and Social Impact

Oﬁeration Vanguard has contributed to both environmental and social changes in
Ghana:

Environmental Protection: By reducing illegal mining activities, the task force has
helped preserve forests, water bodies, and agricultural lands that were being destroyed
by galamsey. This has improved water quality in some areas and mitigated the
destruction of Ghana’s natural resources (Graphic Online).

Socio-Economic Impact: The crackdown on galamsey has also led to social
consequences. While some communities have seen improvements in environmental
conditions, others have faced economic hardships due to the loss of income from illegal
mining. The government has been working to provide alternative livelihoods for those
affected by the crackdown (GBC Ghana Online).
